When you read this in May, it will be just a few short weeks until our Tri-Federation Rockhound Rendezvous 
and Field Trip. We are looking forward to many of you joining us for this fun event.  The weather should be 
just right – springtime, the hills are still green and the wild flowers are in bloom.  We are relying on the bulletin 
editors and field trip chairmen to help get the word out about this unique adventure. The two-page Field Trip 
flier is available on the AFMS, CFMS, NFMS and RMFMS web page.

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Household Products That Can Be Used As Rock Cleaner s 
by Betsy Martin 

 
Safety: Always use plastic containers, rubber or nitrile gloves, eye protection, good ventilation, and great care 
when handling these products. 
 
¨ Zud or Barkeeper’s Friend cleansers (contains oxalic acid) - Warm or hot solutions will remove iron 

stains and are helpful with clay deposits. These cleaners can be used with a toothbrush on sturdy sur-
faces. 

¨ Toilet Cleaner (the hydrochloric acid type) - Dissolves calcite rapidly. After treating anything with an acid, 
rinse very carefully and soak in ample fresh or distilled water for a while to leach out any acid remaining in 
crystal seams and fractures. You can then follow up with a final soak in dilute Windex to neutralize re-
maining traces of acid. 

¨ Lime Away (dilute hydrochloric acid) - Dissolves calcite more slowly. Rinse as you would for other acid 
treatments (see above). 

¨ Calgon - Dissolve this powdered water softener in water. Use for clay removal. 
¨ Vinegar (acetic acid), soda water , colas ( carbonic and phosphoric acids) - Will slowly etch out very deli-

cate fossils in limestone. Rinse as you would for other acids (see above) 
¨ Iron Out (iron stain and clay remover) - Mix with warm water and use with good ventilation. It will lose 

strength if stored. Rinse with plain water. 
¨ Bleach - Dilute solutions of bleach can remove organic deposits and disinfect minerals collected in areas 

used by livestock. Rinse with plain water. 
¨ Hydrogen peroxide - Use to remove manganese stains. Rinse with plain water. 
¨ Citric acid - Use to remove manganese stains. Rinse as above for acids. 
¨ Windex (with ammonia) - A good clay deposit remover and final surface cleanup. Works well in ultrasonic 

cleaners. Rinse with plain water. 
¨ Distilled Water - Use to clean sensitive species and as a final soak after acid treatment. 
 
Removing Thin Coatings: 
¨ On moderately hard minerals – use toothpaste (a feldspar abrasive) and a toothbrush. 
¨ On hard minerals – use toothbrush with pumice powder and water. 
¨ On calcite (including bruised places) - quickly dip in vinegar or Lime Away and rinse thoroughly. Repeat. 

Soak in plain water afterwards to leach any acid from cracks. 
 
Cleaning Tools: 
Toothpicks, seam ripper, bamboo sticks, sewing needles in a pin vise, old dental tools, old toothbrushes, 
periodontal brushes, canned air, Exacto knife, single edge razor blades, cheap small stiff bristle brushes.

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���This little story is about the search for the elusive and much valued “Holley Blue Agate”, the best source 
being Holley, Oregon, according to a booklet by D.E. McMullen titled “Oregon Under Foot”.  The date was 
sometime in the late seventies.  At that time,  my wife Sammie and I traveled with a Jeep Wagoneer towing a 
travel trailer. 
   I had read about these beautiful agates and since we were visiting relatives at a small town on the eastern 
side of the Willamette Valley, this seemed like a good opportunity to do a little “rock hounding”.  On the Ore-
gon map, it seemed that the town of “Holley” was near enough for an afternoon of exploring.  It took a little 
longer than expected to get there and we found that the town consisted of a service station and a grocery 
store and not much else that we could see.  There was a small creek nearby.  Could  those agates be found 
there or do we have to dig somewhere else? 
   The service station seemed like a good place to gather information.  Several people I questioned had never 
heard of Holley Blue agates.  Next stop was the grocery store.  None of the store people had ever heard of 
the agate for which the town was supposedly famous.  Finally, one clerk pointed out a person pushing a gro-
cery cart, saying  that Mr. Nixon, a local rancher might be able to give me some information. 
   It turned out that Mr. Nixon not only knew about Holley Blue agate but lived in the country adjoining the 
source area of the agates.  He said that it was a little hard to find the place but if I could wait until he finished 
his grocery shopping, I could follow him home about five miles and then he could explain how to find the 
place from there.  We followed to his ranch.   
   After Mr. Nixon unloaded his groceries, he started to explain about driving up the road until I would see an 
old orchard and a wide place by the road for parking.  A trail head lead off into the forest and then I would 
have to hike a considerable distance to reach the digging area.  He explained that the agate in question was 
found in thin seams and that it would be very unusual to find a piece large enough to cut into a stone as large 
as the one in a belt buckle he was showing me.  “But hey, I see you are driving a four wheel vehicle”, he com-
mented.  Then added, “ Do you have an axe?”  I answered that yes, I did have an axe.  He went on to point 
out a gate near his barn beyond which a jeep road led off into the forest.  If I were willing to clear a few limbs 
and small trees that had fallen on the road, it would take me to the end of the road near the digging site.  Tak-
ing him up on his offer, we opened the gate and we headed off into the forest. 
   With Sammie driving, I walked ahead clearing the road of small wild cherry saplings that had likely been 
bent down by winter snow; nothing larger than three or four inches in diameter.  Coming into more open coun-
try, I took over driving, remembering to always go left whenever coming to a fork in the road.  Mr. Nixon had 
said that when coming to the end of the road, if I looked across the canyon, I would see a hillside that looked 
as if giant gophers had been digging on it...and that’s the way it appeared. 
   Unfortunately, the road ending was surrounded on all sides by poison oak.  Being extremely allergic to poi-
son oak, Sammie wouldn’t get out of the vehicle and wouldn’t let her dog out either.  I picked up my rock pick 
hammer and found a trail to follow to the other side of the canyon.  At the bottom of the canyon, a lush strand 
of salmon berry brush overhung a moss covered half-rotten log where a tiny creek was crossed.  One had to 
stoop quite low while crossing through the brush tunnel. 
   Some of the digging on the hillside was fairly recent but some was done long enough�in the past to become 
overgrown with blackberry brambles and small brush.  I found a spot where someone had been digging in a 
bank of soapstone.  I didn’t have the proper tools for this pick and shovel type digging.  This soft soapstone 
seen in road cuts is completely different from the massive talc soapstone familiar to most rockhounds.  This 
soapstone, common in western Oregon where I grew up, soon disintegrates as it dries out in the open air.  
Farther up the hill, I found a place where someone had done some serious digging.  They had left a rather 
neat trench about two feet wide and three or four feet deep.  It was about thirty or forty feet long...a seam of 
agate had apparently been completely dug out.  With a couple of small samples of agate found in the debris 
left from someone else’s digging, afternoon near it’s end, and a wife and dog marooned in a patch of poison 
oak...it was definitely time to leave this place. 
   �
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   Several years later at a tourist spot on the Oregon Coast, I came across a person selling various stones at a 
tailgate stand at somewhat inflated prices.  I saw some pieces that looked like Holley Blue agate.  He said it 
was Holley Blue and that it came from a remote place in the Cascade foothills owned by a timber company.  
A special permit was required to enter the property and trespassers would be fined several thousand dollars 
and thrown in jail. 
   The examples of Holley Blue that I am prepared to show came from a small jar that I bought in Quartzsite, 
Arizona for ten bucks!
