December’s Birthstone is 
Blue Topaz 

As cool and invit ing as a blue lake on a blistering 
summer day, December's birthstone  is derived 
from the Sanskrit w ord "tapas," meaning f ire.  This 
is because Blue Topaz w as considered by ancient 
civilizations to have cooling properties.  Not only 
was it believed to cool boiling w ater w hen thrown 
into the pot, but to calm hot tempers as w ell!  This 
gemstone w as credited w ith many other healing 
pow ers, among them the ability to cure insanity, 
asthma, w eak vision and insomnia.  The Blue To-
paz w as even thought to have magical properties in 
its ability to make its w earer invisible in a threaten-
ing situation.  

Blue Topaz is the hardest of the silicate miner-
als.  While pure Topaz is colorless, minor changes 
of elements w ithin the stone result in a variety of 
other colors, such as blue, pale green, red, yellow  
and pink.  

The blue hue is created w hen Topaz is heated, 
whether the heat source is natural or engineered 
by man.  The three shades of Blue Topaz are Sky, 
Sw iss and London Blue.  The latter is the deepest 
blue and is often used as a less expensive substi-
tute for Sapphire.
